Upon finishing this course you will be able to:

- communicate about future plans (eg: telling the career adviser what you want to do after
school)

- give and respond to advice (eg: creating captions for a cartoon on healthy eating),
warnings (eg: role play where you are warning a teenager about risks of smoking) and
suggestions (eg: help your friend revamp her wardrobe)

- express and respond to approval and disapproval (eg: convincing your mum you must go
out Saturday night), agreement and disagreement (eg: persuading a friend to join a club)

- give and respond to information and opinions, giving reasons (eg: discussing the benefits
of regular exercise)

- read about and recount actual or imagined events in the past (eg: researching a historical
event and adapting it for a young people's magazine)
