Portfolios

Moreover you can’t submit something for your Interaction Portfolio that is basically the same as what you have submitted for your Written Portfolio.

· what activities there are to do in the town or region.

You are having a conversation with a French exchange student about how you spend your free time

You could converse about the following:
· when and where these activities take place;
· who you spend your free time with;
· what other people do (e.g. family, friends…);
· what you hope to do next weekend;
· a problem you once had with your free time.

Some useful expressions:

· Où est-ce que tu fais  … ?
· J’espère aller / j’aimerais faire / je voudrais jouer
· en hiver / au printemps / en été / en automne
· le soir / le weekend / le matin / l’après-midi
· j’aime écouter la radio
· je vais aller au cinéma

You have been given a catalogue to buy something from France.   Discuss with another person (e.g. teacher/fellow student) which would be the best article to buy.
As potential customers, you may need to:
· discuss what you want to buy and what it is for;
· find out the details of  a particular item;
· give reasons why you like it or don’t like it;
· find out the details of another item;
· say which you prefer;
· comment on the price;
· decide what you will buy.
