SOCIO-ECONOMIC PROFILE OF SCHOOL

The secondary school of Fumay is in the northern part of France on the Belgian border. About 400 pupils from 10 to 15 are schooled, 55 of them have special needs and a specially adapted schooling. An important part of the students belongs to the disadvantaged sections of the local population. There is also an important ethnical diversity; many students have north-African origins.
NATURE AND SPECIFIC DETAILS OF COMMUNITY (Number of inhabitants, activities, etc.)

4060 inhabitants live in Fumay on 3756 hectares (172 inhabitants/m²) 3 miles from the Belgian border. The most important town near Fumay is Charleville-Mézières 15 miles away.
The major industry until the seventies has been around slate extraction and smelting. Nowadays the industry is much more diversified: Nexans (world wide leader for cable production), public works, building contractor, road haulage and refuse disposal are the main economical activities.

The secondary school of Fumay is in a geographical and economical disadvantaged area. Students grow up in a difficult daily life context and don’t know much about what’s happening all around the world. Few pupils have left their place for holidays or other travelling. The word “International” has not much meaning to them. That’s what brought up the idea to find other pedagogical approaches to make the students realize that there is an international scale. Several pedagogical goals have been set throughout COMENIUS projects and international opening for students with special needs: 
Discover your own characteristics through the discovering of another country.

Learning about geographical and cultural realities, get students aware of the differences and the similitude they have with other countries.
Give rise to the image they have of themselves and give them more self-confidence.

Get used to use ICT.
To get students involved in a task and make them carry through a project

Teamwork

A partnership with a school from the southern hemisphere could be perfectly integrated in this context and would certainly help to purchase the “target skills”.
The sustainable development is also an important point. We have the eco-label. All students who are in level 6° (11 years) have a specific subject called “education for sustainable development”. It could be very interesting to compare our approach concerning the eco citizenship with these pursued in New Zeeland.
